For many years I’ve been explaining the subject and the exams to students in the face-to-face setting of a Conference Hall. ‘Elf & safety bureaucracy and high travel costs make it hard to run them successfully.
	So here is a solution. A full programme of revision events for schools – but run on-line. Your students will hear me speak and watch my Powerpoints (or other props, such as an exam paper or student exam answer) – but from a computer in your school. The sessions are 90-minute events – long enough to have impact without too much risk of spreading narcolepsy. Your involvement is important, to get your students working on the short problems/ exercises I set.
	SPECIAL FREE EVENT – CHINA & INDIA
Whether or not you decide to enrol for the revision events, you are welcome to ‘attend’ an online talk on China and India on March 15th. I will run the 45-minute talk 4 times during the day, so that at least one should fit into your timetabled teaching. Although it will be especially useful for AQA Unit 4 and Edexcel Unit 3, it should be of value for any student of Business or Economics. 
This event can also serve as a trial of the online technology.


Each session is priced at £69 (£59 prior to March 1st). This is a flat rate – allowing you to show the ‘broadcast’ to as many students and staff as you wish. You might want to charge students a little for this – to make it break-even.
